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Math 1 Syllabus

This course follows the conceptual categories set by the North Carolina Department

of Public Instruction. Students will learn and explore equations and inequalities, functions, linear equations, systems of linear equations, exponents, quadratics, geometry, and statistics. This course will be the foundation of all High School Mathematics Courses and is the first of four required for High School graduation. The delivery of this course stresses real-life applications and developing mathematical literacy and problem-solving strategies.

At the end of this course, you will be able to solve equations and inequalites using inverse operations, use functions in context, understand how and when to use linear functions, explain the advantages and disadvantages of solving systems of equations is different ways, tell what characterizes exponential growth and decay, use quadratic functions in context, relate geometry formulas and concepts to algebra, and use different methods to show and interpret data.

· Stay in seats at all times unless given permission.

· ASK questions (always seek knowledge).  Advocate for yourself.
· Attendence: After two absences the teacher will make a parent contact and after the fourth absence a parent teacher conference will be required.
· Tardy:  Excessive tardies (3 or more in a month) will result in an administration referral
Grading Policies:

· Late Work:  Late will be accepted within the grading period.  Late work submitted by the current unit test will will have a 10 point deduction.  Late work submitted by the next unit test will have a 20 point deduction.  No late work will be accepted after this point.
· Quiz:  Quiz grades can be improved if the Unit assessment is higher than the quiz within the unit.  The quiz grade will then be replaced with the higher unit test grade, prior to test corrections
· Test:  Test grades can be improved by completing and turning test corrections, showing all work, before the next unit test.  All correctly submitted test corrections will earn partial credit to be added to the grade.
· No extra credit will be given.
· Final grade will be based grades for quarter 1 (40%), quarter 2 (40%), and final exam (20%).
